1. Administrative:
a. To receive apologies for absence - Cllr D Henderson, Cllr P Kelly, Cllr. N. Doran and Cllr M Pearman. Chairman welcomed Mr P Rutherford to the meeting
b. To receive declarations of interest in relation to any item on the agenda - none received
c. To receive & approve the minutes from July meeting – The full council meeting Tuesday 19th July 2022 – Proposed by Cllr. G Lane and seconded by Cllr. Janice Kemp – All agreed.
d. To receive update on co-option of new Councilors – Chairman requested the member of the public to leave whilst the council went into closed session to update on the Co-option of a new member of the Council. Chairman reported that an interview panel had met and interviewed Mr. P Rutherford. The Interview panel recommendations were for Mr. P Rutherford be co-opted onto High Kelling Parish Council – proposed by Cllr. J Kemp, seconded by Cllr. J Mangan – All agreed. Cllr. P Rutherford accepted the post and has been co-opted onto High Kelling Parish Council.
e. Matters Arising on the minutes (for information only and not included on the agenda). – it has been noted that Auriol application had been withdrawn, White Gables is under review for overdevelopment.
Clerk has added a sincere thanks to Cllr. S Rutherford for all her had work following her resignation from the Council this was recognised at the recent Parish Plan meeting but does need to be noted in these minutes. Chairman has commended her contribution to the Parish Council and a huge vote of thanks for all her hard work on the High Kelling Chronicle.

a. To receive the crime report from the Police – no update or Snap meeting was rescheduled due to the sad news of the queen’s death. 
b. To allow the public to raise matters relating to High Kelling – concerns were raised about the increase in Heavy Vehicles for deliveries using some of the unadopted roads to deliver to residents – Parish Council have noted the situation but are unable to offer a solution.
c. To receive reports from the District and County Councilor’s and permit members of the public to raise matters relating to High Kelling – NCC report attached to minutes – nothing for NNDC as it had been a relatively quiet month prior to the meeting due to Summer Holidays.

Bramblehurst – would like a condition added – not to be used for business purposes to be used as Annexe to the property – apart from that no objections – proposed by Cllr. G Lane, seconded Cllr. D Carter – All agreed
c. To receive any update from the clerk on planning decisions- Chairman updated on Blackwater House Vale Road, Enforcement confirmed that as it is a residential property it can continue to be used as a holiday let – planning permission is not needed. Concerns were raised on the issue of the size of the property means more than one vehicle recently 5 vehicles were in the driveway and the recent application had been refused as a holiday let due to traffic considerations – To be raised with Cllr. E Vardy as a concern.
5. Items for decision/discussion by the Parish Council:
a. Parish Plan for next 5 years – Clerk to arrange a meeting in October initial activities are SAM2, Defibrillator and planters.
b. High Kelling Parish Chronicle – Cllr D Henderson continues to produce the high Kelling parish chronicle The October issue will be published slightly later than usual as it has been held back to capture anything arising out of the Parish Council meeting relating to the demise of the Queen and the accession of Charles lll. The official portrait of the Queen and black font for the front cover but any other suggestions would be welcome, particularly if anyone has any photos of civic events held to mark the occasion.  Chairman would like to thank the previous compiler for all their hard work and this will be noted in the next publication. Next print run to be reduced to 280 – proposed Cllr G Lane, seconded Cllr. J Mangan – All agreed

d. Wind Farm – Various updates received for the windfarms which Cllr. J Mangan has been monitoring. Currently soil sampling is going ahead and estimated start date in 2023.Ongoing monitoring of the access points when works do commence.
e. Feedback on events linked to HM Queen Elizabeth ll death – Chairman provided an update on the speed in which we reacted to operation London Bridge – a condolence book and photo had been available for signing both at the village hall and post office. Chairman represented the Parish at the reading of the proclamation. Looking to decide on a permanent memorial for the Queens reign.
f. Elections 2023 – Clerk just reported that we need to start preparing for the 2023 elections – increase budget for the election and training of any new Councillors and preparation to be undertaken with welcome packs etc.

g. Clerk to update on Civility and Respect – protocol has been provided and the council feel that it is appropriate to adopt protocol – Cllr. D Carter proposed, seconded by Cllr. J Kemp – all agreed
h. Dumping of Garden waste on the A148 – reminder to be added to the next High Kelling Chronical that waste should not be left on the side of the road but there are alternatives, brown bin, Sheringham Tip or liaise with a local landowner. Clerk to confirm with Forestry Commission a protocol if able 
i. Community space at Village Hall – Not needed at the moment – Clerk to set up on the website a cost-of-living page for information.
j. Litter Pick – Clerk to produce a poster for the 6th November – meet at the village Hall at 10am.

k. October Open Day – 18th October 2pm -4pm – NNDC to send representatives from planning and the climate change team – clerk to design poster
